If the bride is having another shower, try to stay away from
inviting the same guests. If you must overlap the guest lists to avoid offending anyone, be sure to let the overlapping guests know that you dont expect
them to bring ANOTHER gift, that you would simply enjoy their company.

For the invitation, go with the theme of the bridal shower.You can purchase online, use the ideas and get a few of the guests together to make your
own, or get some ideas before heading out to the store.
